Once accepted, approved instructors can 
obtain the curriculum on disc for a fee of  $25. Instructors are required to report 
trainings completed and number of  EMS personnel trained to the National Cen-
ter. The target audience of  this training curriculum is Emergency Medical Ser-
vices personnel that provide transportation services to children.
