Chapter Structural Responsibilites & Requirements

· The Lead Agency of this Chapter is ______________________________, and as the Lead Agency they will provide a mailing address, meeting facility, and financial accounting;

· The Chapter agrees to address at least two childhood unintentional risk areas each year (playground safety, fire prevention, bike safety, and/or car seat safety);

· Maintain awareness of local public policy and collect data as feasible;
· This Chapter will continuously recruit new members from a diverse group of agencies and individuals;

· A copy of meeting minutes and evaluations will be submitted to the Indiana SAFE KIDS Coalition as they occur.  A yearly summary report must be submitted by December 15 of each year;

· The Chapter will participate in statewide and National SAFE KIDS campaigns and promotional events as is possible for this chapter;

· Send representatives to the annual training/leadership conference held by ISSKC;
ISSKC agrees to provide the following resources:
